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With all 79 precincts report-
ing, 14,730 voters checked
“Yes” to approve a $58 mil-

lion tax increase Tuesday
night. This represented
57.86% of the votes cast.

There were 10,728 “No” votes
representing the remaining
42.14% of votes cast. The
money will buy land and pay
for the construction of a new
Hubble School on 19 acres of
land near Galusha and Herrick
Roads.

The vote concluded more than
five years of community de-

bate, environmental studies
and divisiveness in the Whea-
ton and Warrenville communi-
ties.

Dr. Robert Rammer, Director
of Communications at CUSD
200 indicated that the referen-
dum results don't become
official until 21 days after
canvassing. Then there is
another 30 days on top of that
when the results may be con-
tested. He does, however,
look forward to breaking
ground sometime in late
March, depending upon the

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The City of Warrenville urges
drivers to use extra caution while
driving during winter storms.

Due to the high number of snow
and ice storms, the City is experi-
encing a shortage of salt. Most
cities, townships, and counties in
the region (Midwest), are facing

the same situation. To address
this, the City's Public Works

Department is conserving its
remaining salt supply by using a
combination of salt and sand to
treat some roadways and all pub-
lic parking lots.

Drivers should use extra caution,
as the City will be using less salt
on roads than drivers might be
accustomed to. Public Works will

only apply salt where it will be

most effective and is most neces-
sary - like major roadways and

intersections. The plow trucks
will still deal with the snow, but
ice control will be more limited
than in the past.

Despite careful planning and

stocking up, there is only so

much salt supply available, and
the onslaught of winter storms
has depleted the City's supply.
The City has a guaranteed supply
contracts through the State, and
will get up to 130% of what was

ordered this year. However, the
City is fast approaching that

amount and no more is presently
available in this region due to the
number of storms in a relatively

short time span.

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On Monday, February 4, 2008

One of the Focus Areas of the
City Council's adopted Strate-
gic Plan entails environmental
issues, priorities, and action
steps, which mirror some of
the goals of the Compact. It
also should be noted that a
number the recommendations
included in the Compact are
already standard practices for
the City. These include replac-
ing leaking water mains, use
of Best Management Practices
for storm water management,
requiring water conserving

plumbing fixtures for new

construction, and curbside
recycling program. These ef-
forts will be included with the

City's goals under the Comj{
pact and the customized
goals that are developed wil
focus, in part, on expanding

existing programs to increase¢

resident participation and tg
maximize the environmental
benefits.

Depressed And In The Dark

Dear Depressed,

You are not alone. When the
thermometer hits negative thirty,
there’s not a whole lot of activi-
ties you can enjoy outside. The
reason you might be depressed is
because your body is not produc-
ing the same level of serotonin
that it does in the Spring and
Summer.

Seasonal affective disorder
(SAD), is a type of depression
that occurs during the winter
months. Milder forms of SAD are
known as the "winter blues" and
can be quite common during the
colder winter months when there
is less daylight exposure for the
average human.

An estimated 10% to 20% of
Americans may experience some
form of SAD or winter blues.

SAD is more prevalent in the

higher latitudes than in the lower
latitudes that receive more sun.
Some people who work in offices
with little access to natural light

may experience SAD all year. In
doing further research, I've found
that people who are very over-
loaded and stressed in their lives
also have SAD-like symptoms
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year round.

A strong theory right now con-
tends that people with SAD have
an imbalance in serotonin levels.
Serotonin is a chemical found in
your brain that is believed to play
an important role as a neurotrans-
mitter. It helps regulate emotions
and mood, aggression, body tem-
perature, sleep, vomiting, sexual-
ity, and appetite, among other
things. More important, it helps
you feel like a million bucks on a
beautiful spring day in the gar-
den. During the cold, winter
months, our brain receives lower
serotonin levels in its chemical

This makes depres-
sion more prevalent and it also
slows our ability to cope with
daily stressors.

Increasing serotonin levels,
whether you have a significant
lack of serotonin or not, is a great
way to help improve your mood.
It is felt that we feel a rush of
positive energy due to increased
serotonin levels. Dr. David Edel-
berg, M.D., confirms this in his
book, The Triple Whammy Cure
The book, although applicable to
most everyone, focuses on
women’s health. Dr. Edelberg
states that serotonin is a neuro-
transmitter in your brain which
provides strong resistance against
stress. The more serotonin you
have, the better you are able to
tolerate all types of stress. He
also says that women have less
serotonin than men do, which
makes them more susceptible to
stress, SAD depression in gen-
eral.
